In the absence of originals or certified true copies of certificates of conformity, copies of certificates will be considered provided that the documents’ validity are established.

1) Residual Current Devices (RCDs) to conform to BS EN 61008 or BS EN 61009 or IEC 61008 or IEC 61009 or any other equivalent standard.

2) Electric Water Heaters to conform to IEC 60335-1, IEC 60335-2-21 or IEC 60335-2-35 

    or any other equivalent standard.

	Importers should make necessary arrangement with responsible authorities (Regulator, Customs or other) should MSB require a sample to be submitted for further verification.



Notes

· A minimum of 2-5 working days is required for the processing of requests depending on the number of Certificates of Conformity submitted
· Certificates of Conformity that are doubtful will be cross-checked with the Issuing Certification Body and may require a longer processing time. In the event that a Certificates of Conformity is found to be invalid, there will be no further processing of the test report and the Importer will be informed.
· Certificates of Conformity where data or any other information appearing is not clear, will not be accepted.
· No application will be processed until all relevant documents are received.
· Payment to be made by cash / cheque in favour of the Mauritius Standards Bureau or through Internet Banking.
· Application fee is Rs 800 per Certificate of Conformity.

· Clients having an outstanding balance will be required to clear any previous balances before the issue of letter of conformance/non-conformance.
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
